GRANT OF WAYLEAVE made the       day of        2006 between CLIFDEN GLEN MANAGEMENT (2005) Plc having its place of business at Market House, Churchtown, County Cork (hereinafter called "the Grantor” which expression shall where the context so admits or requires include their successors in title, executors, administrators and assigns) of the One Part and [insert name of owner] (hereinafter called "the Grantees” which expression shall where the context so admits or requires include their successors in title, executors, administrators and assigns) of the Other Part. 

In this Deed the following definitions shall apply: 

(i) “Services” shall mean water, soil, air, electricity, telephone transmissions, radio transmissions, oil, heating fuels and other services serving the Estate.

(ii) “Utilities” shall mean all channels, pipes, drains, water courses, ditches, gutters, wires, cables, light installations, and other such conduits for the passage of  the Services.

(iii) “the Estate” means the property described in the First Schedule hereto.

(iv) “The House” means number [
] Clifden Glen. 

(v) “The Garden” means plot No. [ ](excluding the portion shaded grey) as outlined on scheme map S2005GY00151W being the garden site surrounding the House hereinbefore defined.

WHEREAS: 

1. The Grantor is the person entitled to be registered as owner of the Estate which lands are presently the subject of Land Registry  Dealing No D2005GY0111499V.
2. The Grantee is the registered owner of the House being part of the property  comprised in Folio [
] County Galway.
3. The Grantee is also the person entitled to be registered as owner of the Garden, which lands  are currently the subject matter of Land Registry Dealing No. [
] 
4. It is perceived that under the title furnished in respect of the House and Garden that the Grantees may not have all the necessary easements, rights and privileges required for their full enjoyment of the House and Garden and therefore it has been agreed between the Grantor and the Grantees that the easements, rights and privileges more particularly specified in the Second Schedule hereto will be granted to the Grantees for the sum of One Euro (1.00).
NOW THIS INDENTURE WITNESSNETH that in pursuance of the said agreement and in consideration of the sum of One Euro (1.00) (the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged) and the covenants on the part of the Grantee hereinafter reserved the Grantor as beneficial owner hereby grants and confirms unto the Grantee the easements, rights and privileges specified in the Schedule hereto to the Grantees.

SECOND SCHEDULE

Easements, rights and privileges granted to the Grantees for the benefit of the House and Garden.
Full right and liberty for the Grantees, their Executors, Administrators and Assigns and the owners and occupiers for the time being of the House and Garden and their respective agents, workmen, tenants, licensees, invitees in common with the Grantor and all other persons who have or may hereafter have the like right: 

1. At all times by day and by night for the purpose only of the use of the House and Garden as a single private residence with or without horses, cars, motor cars and all other manner of vehicles howsoever propelled, drawn, laiden or unlaiden to go pass and repass over and along the roadways, footpaths now laid over now or at any time within twenty one years from the date hereof on the Estate.

2. The passage and running of all Services to and from the House and Garden through the Utilities which are now or may at any time within the Perpetuity Period be laid in, over, under or through the Estate or any part thereof. 

3. To connect up with and inspect cleanse repair and renew the Utilities and for that purpose to enter into the Estate or any part thereof with workmen and others and all necessary equipment making good any damage thereby occasioned but not being responsible for any temporary inconvenience or damage thereby occasioned. 

4. The free and uninterrupted passage and running of foul sewer from the House and Garden through the Estate to the treatment plant on the Estate.

5. To connect up with and inspect, cleanse, repair, renew and relay the foul sewer and for that purpose to enter unto the Estate or any part thereof with workmen and others and all necessary equipment making good any damage thereby occasioned but not being responsible for any temporary inconvenience or damage hereby caused. 

PROVIDED ALWAYS AND IT IS HEREBY AGREED AND DECLARED
That the above easements, rights and privileges are subject to and conditional upon    

the Grantee being a member (shareholder) of the Grantor and complying with his obligation to discharge any service charge payable to the Grantor and any obligations, agreements, stipulations and restrictions on the part of the Grantee as will be contained in any management agreement entered into by the Grantee and Grantor from time to time.
